A report is simply an XML file

Can be built with an XML editor if youôre brave

Typically build and designed with SQL Server 
Business Intelligence Development Studio

A report can be rendered on:

Report Server (All editions, including express)

Management Studio

BIDS

Report Builder 2.0 or 3.0
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The easiest way to install Reporting 
Services is to have the Report Server and 
SQL Server on the same server.

It's the easiest way, but it certainly is not the 
best.

Should not be installed on the database server 
for performance reasons.

This isn't true for small systems

Has it own security
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Personally I donôt like to mix

Keep your DBA reports separated from your 
production reports.

SQL Server Express on your machine is 
enough, but some features are only available 
on Standard / Enterprise editions

Like Role Based Security, scheduling, Caching and 
Data-driven subscriptions

Since SQL Server 2008, we no longer need IIS.

Can be virtualized.
