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Å Database problems directly affect applications and users

Å DBAs spend time on routine, but time consuming tasksé

ï Diagnosing problems related to user activity (e.g. queries or reports)

ï Planning for and troubleshooting capacity (e.g. running out of disk space)

ï Reporting on infrastructure and application health and progress

Å Often DBAs face complex, elusive problems

ï Advancing their understanding of an application or environment

ï Determining whether a change was made to an environment

ï Identifying infrequent, sporadic or short-lived problems

ï Understanding whether activity levels are normal

Å As a resulté

ï DBAs spend more time troubleshooting and less time planning

ï Additional hardware purchases are made (perhaps unnecessarily)

ï Problems remain unresolved
